BIMM's Open Day on December 8th. Students need to register online so that they can attend.
DBS (fee-paying) College have an Open Evening on December 4th. Please register online for information.
Sixth Year students who do not study Irish, and who may wish to attend any of the NUI Colleges (including UCD) are again reminded that they need to ensure that they apply for an NUI Irish Exemption. Some students who do not study Irish due to a Special Educational Need may also be eligible for a Third-Language Exemption for NUI Colleges. 

If they do not apply for this exemption they will lose out on an offer for NUI Colleges even if they have the appropriate points.

It is separate to the Department of Education Exemption. 

It must be applied for via a postal-form and be ticked off on the CAO application also.

Students who were born outside of Ireland also have the right to apply for an NUI Irish Exemption. However, this does not exempt them from studying Irish at the Leaving Certificate. 

They must also apply for the NUI Exemption via a postal-form and via their CAO application.

As with all aspects of the CAO, it is the responsibility of applicants to ensure that they apply for the exemption.

You can attend IADT during February for a half day Drawing Workshop.

A candidate, who may not have a portfolio of work that they feel strongly about due to exam pressures or they have been out of education for a while etc, can be assessed on their performance on the Drawing Day without the need to submit a portfolio. However a candidate can equally attend the Drawing Day and submit a portfolio if they wish. The grading system is of equal weight both for the Drawing Day and the portfolio submission. If a candidate decides to opt for the Drawing day and not to submit a portfolio then the grade they receive for the Drawing day will represent their final score. If a candidate decides to opt for both the Drawing Day and portfolio submission then the highest grade achieved in either the Drawing Day or the portfolio will be their final score.
